Travel Assistance Program

Purpose:  To encourage and assist remotely located Blind Stokers Club (BSC) tandem teams to participate in the annual Cycling for Sight (CFS) 3-day recreational bike tour in southern California, July 13-15, 2012.

Eligibility:  Teams consisting of a blind or visually impaired and a qualified tandem captain, residing outside Southern California, may apply.  One application per team.

How to apply:  Download the BSC-CFS California Dreaming Application.  Complete all fields of the application, according to the instructions, and submit by May 1, 2012.

Awards:  Several awards of up to $1,000 per team may be awarded to offset travel costs from the team’s home location to/from the CFS-2012 tour start/end in San Diego. Awards are conditional on the team riding in the 2012 CFS tour, and monetary grants will be presented upon team arrival in San Diego.  Award preference will go to applicants who have financial need and who did not receive California Dreaming assistance in the previous 2 years.  Awards will be announced on or before June 1, 2012.

CFS Registration:  Teams applying for and accepting California Dreaming travel assistance awards must separately meet all eligibility requirements and be registered for the 2012 Cycling for Sight event.  Teams must book their own personal travel.  Teams must either arrange for transport of their tandem bike, or make arrangements to borrow a suitable local tandem for use during the tour.
